The Fact-file page is an opportunity for all pupils of whatever
denomination or faith to write about themselves.

Pupils should be encouraged to search for a special prayer that has a
personal significance for them, and to give the page a meaningful,
decorative edge.

The purpose of this page is to allow pupils to investigate and
discover how being a member of their school community has
affected them, and the importance of their School
Saint/Patronage. It is an opportunity to use IT Research skills,
produce Artwork, cut out and stick in pictures, etc., and express
their own personal views.

'In School I live this by": This page is an opportunity for pupils to
mention things such as being a School Monitor, taking part in
Mass/Assembly/School Plays/Concerts by reading, dancing, acting, being
an Altar Server, playing an instrument, etc..

Pupils can take this as an opportunity to review their life at their
Primary School and give thanks to God for all that they have received
there. It could also be a chance to ask God for his help as they face the
future, which will be a worrying time for some.

A pupil may say something like "I chose a blanket as my symbol because it
shows how I try to pass on God's work everyday, through a blanket of
warmth and love that covers all I do and say"”; or they might choose a bridge
as a symbol of moving across from Primary to Secondary.
